Description

Giulio Andreotti was the 41st Prime Minister of Italy and leader of the Christian Democracy party. Andreotti served as 

the 41st Prime Minister of Italy from 1972 to 1973, from 1976 to 1979 and from 1989 to 1992.[2] He also served as 

Minister of the Interior (1954 and 1978), Defence Minister (1959–66 and 1974) and Foreign Minister (1983–89). 

Andreotti came under suspicion because his relatively small faction within the Christian Democrats included Sicilian 

Salvatore Lima. In Sicily, Lima cooperated with a Palermo-based Mafia, which operated below the surface of public 

life by using control of large numbers of votes to enable mutually beneficial relationships with local politicians. 

Andreotti said "But Lima never spoke to me about these things".
