Description

Man Ray (born Emmanuel Radnitzky) was an American visual artist who spent most of his career in France. He was a 

significant contributor to the Dada and Surrealist movements, although his ties to each were informal. He produced 

major works in a variety of media but considered himself a painter above all. He was best known for his 

photography, and he was a renowned fashion and portrait photographer. Man Ray is also noted for his work with 

photograms, which he called "rayographs" in reference to himself. He died in Paris on November 18, 1976 from a 

lung infection. He was interred in the Cimetière du Montparnasse in Paris. Ray's epitaph reads "unconcerned, but 

not indifferent". Raffaele Curi is an actor, artistic director of the foundation "Alda Fendi". He became the assistant of 

the painter, photographer and film director Man Ray
