Nilde Iotti was an Italian politician of the Communist Party, the first woman to become president of the Italian 

Chamber of Deputies for three consecutive legislatures from 1979 to 1992. In 1979, Iotti became Speaker of the 

Lower House of Parliament, succeeding to Pietro Ingrao. She was popular and respected as a president, and was 

confirmed in the office for two more legislatures. Pietro Ingrao was an Italian politician and journalist. For many 

years he was a senior figure in the Italian Communist Party (PCI). He was the first Communist to become President 

of the Italian Chamber of Deputies, a position he held from 1976 to 1979.
